There are still some appeals to come back from the
exam boards which may further enhance the results, but as we write this, we are extremely proud that 81%
of our year 11s achieved grade 4 or above in both English and maths and nearly 20% of our young people
achieved 5 or more GCSEs at grade 7 or higher!
